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Those Serving Veterans Receive $2 Million in Grants

AUSTIN — Today the Texas Veterans Commission announced the recipients of over two
million dollars in grants from the Texas Veterans Commission Fund for Veterans’
Assistance.

The grantees provide assistance to veterans and their families including recently
separated Veterans. Services funded include transportation to medical facilities,
counseling for Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD), housing assistance for homeless
veterans, and family and child services.

“We help over 150,000 Texas veterans a year get jobs, disability compensation and
educational benefits,” says Thomas Palladino, Executive Director of the Texas Veterans
Commission. “These grants are a way to provide even more assistance to the brave
patriots who served our country.”

The Texas lottery scratch-off game, Veterans Cash, is the primary source of funds for the
Texas Veterans Commission Fund for Veterans’ Assistance. Since its introduction on
November 11, 2009, sales of Veterans Cash scratch-off tickets have provided over $9.9
million to the Texas Veterans Commission Fund for Veterans’ Assistance. The Fund also
accepts tax deductible, private donations.

Eight Texas organizations received a total of $2,064,840 in grant funds that will provide
assistance to 4,968 veterans and their families.
