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Organizations serving Texas Veterans receive more 

than $6 Million in grants 
 

TEXAS – The Texas Veterans Commission is pleased to announce that 37 organizations 

have been awarded $6 million in General Assistance and Veterans Mental Health grants, 

which will support nonprofit and local government organizations that provide direct 

services to Texas Veterans and their families. 

 

“Over the next year, these grantees will further our mission by serving Texas Veterans 

and their family member across Texas by offering their unique services,” said Thomas P. 

Palladino, Executive Director of the Texas Veterans Commission.  “To date, the 

Commission has awarded 282 grants – almost $51 million in grants serving more than 

190,000 Texas Veterans and their family members.”   

 

Organizations receiving funding to support Veterans and their families began projects as 

of July 1, 2015, and are providing vital services such as emergency financial assistance 

for rent and utilities, rapid re–housing for Veterans who are at risk for homelessness, and 

supportive family services. Two grantees focus on providing homeless/housing services 

specifically for women Veterans.  

 

The Veterans Mental Health grants provide a range of mental health services including 

Peer Networking Centers, peer–to–peer sessions, and equine therapy.  

 

The following 26 organizations received grants in the General Assistance category 

totaling $5 million in grants and 11 organizations received grants in the Veterans Mental 

Health category totaling $1.23 million in grants.
